Choose a contrasting selection of coastlines you have studied along
the Dorset coast (three maximum) and draw clearly labelled and
annotated field sketches to describe their appearance and character.

Apply field and secondary evidence to explain the physical geography
of one of the coastlines studied above.

Appropriate diagrams, maps and photographs are essential to
answering this question.

Examine photographs of your favourite places along the Jurassic World
Heritage coastline and explain why people would want to visit these.

How and why is the coastline being managed at one of the following:

» Durdle Door / Lulworth Cove
= Swanage Bay
= Studiand Bay

Rationale behind gquestions

Question 1.

Use an A3 format to describe the geography of an extended stretch of -
coastline from Durdle Door to Studland Bay.

Here students are encouraged to provide place specific information in an
imaginative format. The question is open ended allowing differentiation by
outcome. This practical ‘scene setting’ exercise provides important task and
mark accessibility for all students. They are expected to draw and annotate a
map. They should also integrate into their presentation factual information
on the area’s physical and human geography, from a variety of primary and
secondary sources, including maps (OS/Geology), photographs, text books,
tourist brochures and web sites. A good answer will be both visually
appealing and well edited. The question has been deliberately designed to
improve research skills and encourage targeted trawling for information
relevant to a place as opposed to an issue. It should evoke a “sense of place’.
It also facilitates movement towards a more interesting ‘desk top publishing
format” and concise less wordy studies. Originality can be rewarded.

Question 2.

Choose a contrasting selection of coastlines you have studied along the
Dorset coast (three maximum) and draw clearly labelled and annotated field
sketches to describe their appearance and character.

A composite task, which facilitates application of knowledge, understanding,
and skills to communicate information.It provides further accessibility for
weaker students, whilst allowing the able to select and reveal detailed
factual re-call and provide appropriate descriptions (characteristics of
the Level 3 student).
